BUILD THE WALL, VALDOSTA! 
Guests Challenged at 20th Annual Fundraising Dinner 

     The evening of March 29th was a turning point in Valdosta at the Pregnancy Support Clinic’s 20th Annual 

Fundraising Dinner held at the James H. Rainwater Conference Center.  A crowd of 650 supporters, volunteers, 

board, and staff listened to Dr. Bruce Wilkinson give a challenge he said was straight from God—”Build the wall 

for life in Valdosta!”   

     Britt McLane, Board Chair, disclosed the vision God has laid on the board’s heart to build a new facility to 
reach more women and save more lives.  He expressed how the PSC ministry has outgrown the current facility to 
reach the abortion vulnerable in the PSC’s service area, and how the board came to this decision through years of 
prayer and seeking the Lord.   
     The PSC Executive Director, Becky Deas, shared her most memorable clients over the 19 years she has been 
involved with the ministry in various capacities.  One of those clients was present to give a personal thanks to all 
those who support the PSC and the difference it has made in her and her family’s life.  
     In Bruce’s message he said it is very clear that God has sanctified life and we should do all we can to 
protect the lives of the unborn.  He explained that because DNA science proves each person has a unique DNA, 
then there should be no doubt as to the fact that the unborn baby is a person and should be protected.    
     The Body of Christ was challenged by Bruce to “build the wall” to protect life in Valdosta by giving          
sacrificially to the work of the PSC.  He asked parents and grandparents to give $1,000 in honor of their children 
and grandchildren.  People came forward with their gifts and the excitement built as the count was tallied. Becky 
was called on stage for the announcement and a hush came over the crowd— $328,000 was the first count!  
Praise God! 
     Bruce then called forth volunteers to fill the needs at the PSC.  Hearts were stirred and twenty women and 
men responded to the call to serve in various capacities.   
     That night hearts were opened to undergird the battle for life being fought at the PSC for the unborn!  
The Lord has ultimately challenged and revolutionized the PSC ministry and each person present.  They 
caught the Vision proclaimed on the 29th of March!  The message that God spoke through Bruce started a 
fire and urgency to save more babies (273!) and put an end to abortion! 
     The PSC answered “Yes” to the challenge.  And, praise God many of you answered “Yes”!  Please 
pray with us as we go forward to “Build the Wall”.  Our battle cry is:  

‘Not by might, nor by power, but by My Spirit,’ says the Lord of Hosts.”

Dear Friend for Life, 

   Have you read the book The Butterfly Effect by Andy Andrews? The subtitle is “How Your 

Life Matters”.  I was introduced to this book soon after our goal was set to “save 273 babies” 

from abortion before next year’s annual dinner.  The staff & I had been conversing about 

how we didn’t want to just think of the goal as a number, but to really focus on the fact that 

each number represents a life, PLUS all the lives he/she will impact in their lifetime.  Then I 

read the book. 

   The Butterfly Effect describes historical accounts of lives which have individually changed 

the world.  As a believer in Christ, I believe that is possible—that one life can change the 

world.  I think of how each life conceived is planned by God, and how He has placed the 

Pregnancy Support Clinic on the frontlines of the battle to save lives, then how each of those 

lives has a purpose and will impact other lives...this is similar to the “ripple effect”.   

   So when we see the number “273” we must remember “273 times the number of lives 

they will effect equals an untold number”.  We need to also remember to pray for each of 

these lives that God is saving, that each one will fulfill God’s purpose and plan, impacting 

their generation for Christ.  We can continue to pray for the 825 lives saved in the first 19 

years! Their impact is already being felt!   

   At the time of this writing we have 113 names of children—Red Rose Babies—41% of the 

goal.  Please pray as we minister to the mothers who come in seeking answers—may we tell 

them how the child they are carrying is worth it—not just to them, but to the world!
